	PROCEDURE

	Prior to lesson
	BE SURE that the tech components are working. The powerpoint should have three polls embedded into it. If they are not working, be sure to have them ready on a web page, loaded and ready to go. 
Pre-set online timers

Print off worksheets

Sort Deck of cards. You need all A, 2,3 and 4 cards. Mix amongst tables.

	Attention Grabber
	KSA 3 intro slide is up on powerpoint. Introduce KSA #3: Teacher’s use the POS to inform and direct planning, instruction, and assessment.
Advance slide to Poll Ev. Remind students to take out their phones.

	Assessment of Prior Knowledge
	Before we get started, I’d like everybody to text in what they know about the Program of Studies. 

Give time for students to answer, as well as read some aloud,

Advance powerpoint to Alberta Ed. slide
Follow up with Alberta Education definitions outlined on slide.

	Transition to Body
	Use PollEv poll to allow students to ask themselves how they feel about having the POS as a mandated document; students will text one of three categories; for, against, or unsure. 
Now, based off of your own knowledge of the POS, as well as what I’ve described, tell me: 
advance slide 
How you feel about having a mandated Program of Studies in place.

	Learning Activity #1.1
	Students are going to brainstorm a list of BENEFITS that come along with having Programs of Study.
Advance slide
In the next four minutes, I’d like you and your table to come up with as many benefits that arise from having a mandated POS. Outline that the students should focus only on the benefits
There are worksheets on each table if you chose to write your thoughts down.

Set timer to 4 minutes

	Assessments/ Differentiation:
	Walk around, listening to students’ answers, providing feedback as they go, as well as introducing topics they may not have considered, i.e. similar across the province, less for teacher to come up with, etc
	

	Learning Activity #1.2
	Advance slide, grab attention with “Freeze: put your hands on your head”
Students are going to brainstorm a list of DRAWBACKS that come along with having Programs of Study.

Now, when I say go, grab a card off the table. You are going to make a group based on your similar face value of the card. With this group you are going to work on the drawback section.
Like before, you have four minutes. Any questions? Ask students to repeat back instructions
Set timer
	4 minutes

	Assessments/ Differentiation
	Walk around, listening to students’ answers, providing feedback as they go, as well as introducing topics they may not have considered, i.e. personal exploration may be restricted, too much to cover in too little time, etc
Listen to the depth and quality of the discussions. If they are beginning to falter, reduce time. If they are still in depth give more time
	

	Closure
	Time

	Assessment of Learning:
	Bring the students’ attention back in, quiet coyote (middle and ring finger touching thumb; finger prints touching, and fore/pinky fingers up.

Ask students if they had a benefit or drawback that they felt the class needed to know
	2 minutes

	Feedback From Students:
	Advance slide

Put up last Poll Ev, and see if the students’ positions have changed based on anything they’ve heard in class
	1 minute


	Sponge Activity/Activities
	Have the students take their major focus’ POS and recreate it in terms that make more sense to them


	Reflections from the lesson
	Students can do an interactive poll, rather than a text in poll. If technology fizzles out
For example, stand up if you believe it benefits/negates/no opinion on matter teachers having a mandated POS

I also could have embedded more questions to follow up with. 
I still think that the timing of this lesson plan would have worked out, had I had the cooperating technology aspect, though as this was the first time I’ve had deal with malfunctioning tech.

Don’t freak out and dismiss the lesson when things go wrong

Instead of using cell phone timer, put the timer up on the board for students to see how much time they have
